Cost for the ACT – No Writing is $55.00, ACT Plus Writing - $70.00.  Fee waivers are available for those who qualify.  Students should go to www.actstudent.org to register for the test.
ACT routinely sends scores to the OSG for all Michigan students.  Students must use a valid Michigan high school code or home school code (969-999), so that ACT can automatically forward the scores.  If the student wishes to take the test at an out-of-state location, the student should use the Code 2076 in the college code area when completing the ACT registration, so scores will be forwarded to Michigan.

The students Social Security Number is important identification and matching information for the OSG and will help expedite the processing of their scholarship forms.  The student is given the option to provide the SSN when they register for the ACT.  ACT will use the SSN only for processing and positive identification and will routinely include it in all reports.

TUITION INCENTIVE PROGRAM (TIP)

The Tuition Incentive Program (TIP) is an incentive program that encourages eligible students to complete high school by providing tuition assistance for the first two years of college and beyond.  To meet the financial eligibility requirement, a student must have (or have had) Medicaid coverage for 24 months within a 36-consecutive-month period.  Students may be identified as TIP eligible by the Department of Human Services as early as 6th grade.  After being identified, students must set up an account and confirm their college choice by accessing the MiSSG Student Portal during their senior year of high school.  Questions may be directed to the department of Human Services in the County in which you live if you have questions regarding eligibility. GRAND RAPIDS COMMUNITY COLLEGE TUITION PROGRAM

A collaboration of manufacturers in West Michigan have partnered with GRCC to establish a program in which students can have their college tuition paid for! That’s right, you read it right – paid for!

THUMB ARTS GUILD SCHOLARSHIP

Each year the Thumb Arts Guild offers a $500.00 award to an area High School Senior, intended for the use in furthering that student’s growth in their chosen fine arts category which may be visual arts, fine crafts, writing, music or performance art.  Selection is done on the basis of the application, including samples of the students’ work.  Applications are available in the counseling office and are due by April 1, 2021.

CLEP TESTING

CLEP exams allow degree seekers with prior knowledge of introductory college topics the opportunity to take an exam demonstrating their mastery rather than taking the class itself. The overall purpose of CLEP exams is to reward existing knowledge and make it easier for students to earn college credit. As of 2017, examinations in 35 different subject areas are offered.  Each institution has their own score requirement and credit is awarded at the discretion of the institution.  For more information, see Mrs. Brandel.
COLLEGE FEE WAIVERS

College fee waivers are available to all seniors at Ubly Community Schools at this time due to all students receiving free lunches.  These are accepted by most colleges.  There is paperwork that would need to be completed to qualify for this and this is a limited time so please apply early to take advantage of this.  For more information, please see Mrs. Brandel.
TRADE SCHOOL

FINANCIAL AID

Students may start to apply for Financial Aid on October 1.  Students and parents will use the previous year’s tax and income information to complete the FAFSA.  Students must create a FSA ID (username and password) before completing the FAFSA.  Visit StudentAid.gov/fsaid and create it before filling out the FAFSA.  Parents and students must each have their own ID.  Once an ID is established, students may complete the FAFSA for the 2021-2022 school year.  Financial aid presentation information was sent out via email to parents and students.  Please let Mrs. Brandel know if you need help or have any questions.

High school students with a minimum 3.0 GPA and U.S. citizenship are eligible to apply for this scholarship.  Award amount is $2500.00 with deadlines of March 31, June 30 and September 30. HURON COUNTY COMMUNITY FOUNDATION SCHOLARSHIPS

Applications are available on-line at www.huroncountycommunityfoundation.org for the following Huron County Community Foundation Scholarships.  The applications must be completed by March 13, 2021.  The scholarships available are:

Paul F. Streussnig – Murphy’s Bakery Scholarship – This scholarship is for students at the Huron Area Technical Center in the Food and Hospitality Program.  The applicant must be planning to pursue a two- or four-year degree in Food Services, have a minimum GPA of 2.0, and have demonstrated consistent improvement over the course of their two-year Technical Center studies.  An essay stating what they learned at HATC and their future plans, is required.

Gib Rooney Family Scholarship – This scholarship is open to Huron County seniors pursuing an education in a construction-related career at a two- or four-year institution.  Applicants must have a minimum 2.5 GPA, and have demonstrated improvement over the course of high school studies.  Consideration will be given to students who have held a part-time job during high school. 

Maurer/Yageman Bowling Scholarship – This scholarship will be awarded to one male and one female member of the Upper Thumb Bowling Association.  Applicants must have a minimum “C” average, bowled two of the four years of high school with a minimum 12 complete games in the senior year.  A letter from the coach or teacher must accompany the application and transcript.

 Francis & Opal Hund Scholarship - This scholarship is awarded to an Ubly High graduate and not based on GPA but the hard work and potential success in college of the applicant.  


Judge Neil R. MacCallum Memorial Fund – This scholarship is awarded to a student looking to get a four-year degree at Central Michigan University.  The applicant must have a minimum “B” average, demonstrated financial need according to FAFSA, and be a Huron County resident.

Steven Kuzak Golf Scholarship – This scholarship is awarded to a Huron County High School graduate who was a member of the high school golf team or employed by a county golf course and who plans on pursuing a four-year degree.  The applicant must demonstrate financial need and be a Huron County resident.

Jason Kiehl Memorial Scholarship – There are two scholarships awarded to seniors attending HATC and who plan to continue their education.  The applicant must be a Huron County resident.  Two letters of recommendation are required along with a copy of the FAFSA report.

Betty Zulauf Academic Scholarship – This scholarship is awarded to a UHS graduate pursuing a two-or four-year degree in engineering, math, medicine, technology, or science.  This scholarship is a minimum of $1,000 and a maximum of $2,000.

Clarence and Loraine Braun Scholarship – Students must be a participant of the HATC for a minimum of one year or a rural school student for at least four years, 2.5 GPA, and must be accepted into a technical or trade school or two or four-year college or university program.  

Madeline M. Bauer Scholarship – Applicant must attend an accredited institution of advanced or specialized education.  Financial need, academic achievement, extracurricular activities, community involvement, character and citizenship will be considered. 
PARKER J. HAIRE MSU MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP

Parker J. Haire MSU Memorial Scholarship , awarded to one graduating high school senior from Cass City Community Schools, Caro Community Schools, Unionville-Sebewaing Area Schools, Bad Axe Community Schools, Harbor Beach Community Schools, or Ubly Community Schools.

The focus of this scholarship will be balancing academics, extracurriculars, and personal life, as well as being recognized as a hard-working and respectful young adult, who encourages others to smile and enjoy every day, as Parker exemplified all these qualities. 
The $1,500 scholarship, will be awarded to a student who is admitted and enrolled to attend Michigan State University.  Extra weight will be given to students intending on a mathematics/natural sciences major.  Student applicants should have a 3.5 or better cumulative grade in their high school academic career, be a National Honor Society member for at least one year, and be able to demonstrate

multiple seasons of active involvement in student activities in their school. Include two letters of recommendation from high school teacher, counselor/academic advisor and/or athletic/team/organization coach.  The applicant should include an essay (2-3 pages, typed and double-spaced) describing the aspects of how he/she has been shaped into the person they are now, what their goals and aspirations are, and how they have demonstrated some of the qualities that Parker exhibited.  Include intended college major. Proof of enrollment must be provided; scholarship money will be sent directly to Michigan State University; the student recipient is responsible to provide their student ID number and a copy of their class schedule, prior to the scholarship being sent to Michigan State University. Applicants must also submit additional resume.  Deadline is April 30, 2021.  Applications available in the counseling office.
