Cost for the ACT – No Writing is $60.00, ACT Plus Writing - $85.00.  Fee waivers are available for those who qualify.  Students should go to www.actstudent.org to register for the test.
ACT routinely sends scores to the OSG for all Michigan students.  Students must use a valid Michigan high school code or home school code (969-999), so that ACT can automatically forward the scores.  If the student wishes to take the test at an out-of-state location, the student should use the Code 2076 in the college code area when completing the ACT registration, so scores will be forwarded to Michigan.

The students Social Security Number is important identification and matching information for the OSG and will help expedite the processing of their scholarship forms.  The student is given the option to provide the SSN when they register for the ACT.  ACT will use the SSN only for processing and positive identification and will routinely include it in all reports.

TUITION INCENTIVE PROGRAM (TIP)

The Tuition Incentive Program (TIP) is an incentive program that encourages eligible students to complete high school by providing tuition assistance for the first two years of college and beyond.  To meet the financial eligibility requirement, a student must have (or have had) Medicaid coverage for 24 months within a 36-consecutive-month period.  Students may be identified as TIP eligible by the Department of Human Services as early as 6th grade.  After being identified, students must set up an account and confirm their college choice by accessing the MiSSG Student Portal during their senior year of high school.  Questions may be directed to the department of Human Services in the County in which you live if you have questions regarding eligibility. TRADE SCHOOL

COLLEGE FEE WAIVERS

JOB CORPS TRAINING

This center is a year-round federally funded training program for low-income students between the ages of 16-24. It is free to attend, and students are paid as they work to earn their certification. Residential and non-residential options are available in Flint for earning certifications.
These programs include:

· Carpentry

· Bricklaying

· Painting

· Office Administration

· Medical Administrative Assistant

· Security & Protective Services and Homeland Security

Partners also offer:

· Certified Nurse’s Assistant

· Welding

· Heavy Machinist 

They help students who both have completed High School and those who have not. They also support students for up to a year after they graduate getting a job or apprenticeship, attending college or Advanced Training, or joining the military.

NORTHERN MICHIGAN UNIVERSITY

MICHIGAN ACHIEVEMENT SCHOLARSHIP

Starting with the high school Class of 2023, students will be eligible for more financial aid from the State: 

· Up to $2,750 if they attend a community college, per year

· Up to $5,500 if they attend a public university, per year

· Up to $4,000 if they attend a private college or university, per year

Students will be eligible if their family demonstrates financial need* when they complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).
*Financial need is defined as an Expected Family Contribution (EFC) of $25,000 or less.

 High school seniors can get started by following these steps:
· File the FAFSA.

· Create a MiSSG Student Portal three to five business days after filing your FAFSA.

THUMB ARTS GUILD SCHOLARSHIP

Each year the Thumb Arts Guild offers a $500.00 award to an area High School Senior, intended for the use in furthering that student’s growth in their chosen fine arts category which may be visual arts, fine crafts, writing, music or performance art.  Selection is done on the basis of the application, including samples of the students’ work.  Applications are available in the counseling office and are due by April 1, 2024.

RURAL PATHWAYS FOR STUDENT SUCCESS

Rural Pathways for Student Success is a free federal funded program at SVSU to provide leadership and success coaching pathways for first-year college students from designated rural counties of Michigan (Huron and Sanilac qualify).  To qualify for the program, students must live in a designated rural county, register for the CT100 course at SVSU, be an entering first year student, and be seeking success toward a degree or certificate.  Benefits of the program include early registration for classes, assistance with internships, financial literacy support, leadership opportunities and several other benefits. MICHIGAN ASSURED ADMISSION PACT

These Universities are committed to increasing awareness of high-quality educational opportunities, demystifying the admission process, and Admitting all Michigan high school graduates who earned a cumulative high school GPA of 3.0 or above.  This is guaranteed admission.  Participating schools are:  Central Michigan University, Saginaw Valley State University, U of M – Dearborn, U of M – Flint, Wayne State University, Lake Superior State University, Oakland University, Northern Michigan University, Ferris State University, and Eastern Michigan University.
FINANCIAL AID 

Students may start to apply for Financial Aid in Mid-December.  FAFSA is undergoing a major transformation this year and an exact date has not been determined yet.  Students and parents will use the previous year’s tax and income information to complete the FAFSA.  Students and parents must create a FSA ID (username and password) before completing the FAFSA.  Visit StudentAid.gov/fsaid and create it before filling out the FAFSA.  Parents and students must each have their own ID.  Once an ID is established, students may complete the FAFSA for the 2024-2025 school year.

HURON COUNTY FAFSA COMPETITION

Ubly High school is participating in a county wide FAFSA competition.  The school that has the most FAFSA completions by March 1st will win a pizza party and traveling trophy for the senior class.  Individual prizes will be raffled off for students who have completed their FAFSA by April 1.  Watch for more details.
HAGAN SCHOLARSHIP FOUNDATION

Hagan Scholarships are intended for high achieving students who will require financial assistance in order to attend college.  About one-half of the recipients are first in family to attend college or have a zero EFC.  Each scholarship is worth up to $40,000; the average dollar amount disbursed over four years is over $24,000.  Two-thirds of finalists interviewed are awarded Hagan Scholarships.  Finalists interviewed and not awarded a scholarship receive $1000.00.  

Students must have a 3.5 GPA or higher.  Students must also enroll in a four-year college the fall semester following high school graduation and work 240 hours in the 12 months prior to the star of each academic year of college.  FAFSA must be completed in order to qualify.  This scholarship provides up to $7,500.00 per semester for 8 semesters.

BIG SUN SCHOLARSHIP

The Big Sun Organization is offering an annual scholarship to a deserving student. Last year the MEA awarded 43 scholarships totaling $47,250 to 20 Michigan public high school graduates and 23 returning college students. All lines on the application must be filled out completely to be considered by the MEA Scholarship Trustees.

COVENANT HIGH SCHOOL SENIOR SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

Covenant Health Care Foundation announces its 2020 High School Senior Scholarship Program.  There will be six awards to seniors pursuing a degree related to the Health Care Industry.  A minimum 3.75 GPA is required.  Additionally, Covenant offers a scholarship for dependents of Covenant employees.  Minimum GPA is 3.5. Deadline is February 23, 2024 for both applications. SENIOR COLLEGE SERIES

The senior college series is a group of sessions designed to help students understand the college process and to generate discussion and get questions answered. 2. Choosing a Career – How do I decide what I want to do with my life?  What will the top jobs be?  Will I be able to find a job in the career area I want?  What are my post-secondary options to obtain the career I desire.  We will look at interests and aptitudes during this session.

3. College Terminology – What is a major?  What is a minor?  College credits?  FAFSA?  This session will help students navigate their way through the new college terminology they will need to be familiar with. DECEMBER 6, FLEX TIME
4. Transitioning – What are the differences between high school and college.  What should students expect at college?  Get answers to many of the questions you may have.
DECEMBER 13, FLEX TIME
5. Scholarships – How and when do I apply for scholarships?  Where do I find scholarships?  Where do I find out about scholarships?  We will discuss the how’s and when’s of scholarship applications and how to maximize your potential for scholarships. (This may require more than one session. 6. Financial Aid/FAFSA -What is Financial Aid?  How and when do I apply for it?  What does FAFSA mean?  In this session, we will talk about the different types of financial aid and how to apply for it.  We will also look at how to compare the actual costs of colleges.
